Annual Report/Program

1n the year 2008-2009 (March), a two phase work on documenting biodiversity and their status assessment was done at a high altitude lake of the Sindhupalchok district of central Nepal. This work was sponsored by the Rufford Foundation of UK under the Coordination of Dr.Nirmala Pradhan who is a reputed Botanist and executive of this organization (Nepal Bio-heritage Forum for Resources Conservation).  The next executive Mr. Bhaiya Khanal, a senor Zoologist documented small mammals and invertebrates in this study. 

3. Two days of conservation awareness programme was run by this organization in a remote Botang village of Sindhupalchok village of central Nepal in October, 2008.

2. Dr.Nirmala Pradhan and Mr.Bhaiya Khanal of this organization made their participation as Resource Persons in Conservation Awareness Program for CITES Listed Flora and Fauna held at the Natural History Museum, sponsored by WWF –Nepal in June 2010. 

4. Study and status survey of the Sauteria spongiosa, an endangered Liverwort is continuing under the coordination of Dr. Nirmala Pradhan. This project has been sponsored by MBZ Species Conservation Fund.

5. Comparative study on the Population of Wading birds found in central Nepal is continuing under the coordination of Mr. Bhaiya Khanal. This work has been sponsored by the Water Bird Society, Kushlan Grant of USA, 2010.

6. Two days of awareness program on Biodiversity and Climate Change Impact has been planned for June 5, 2011. This program has been scheduled to implement at Seti Devi High School, Farping, Kathmandu. Resource persons of different fields will deliver their significant lectures in this program. About 80 students and teachers have been expected to participate in this program.
