Projects in 2010: exploratory shorebird surveys in Sudan for the Royal Society for the Protection of Birds (RSPB) and Sudanese Wildlife Society; surveys for the Critically Endangered Spoon-billed Sandpiper in Bangladesh in consultation with BirdLife International and Bangladesh Bird Club involving fundraising from small grant donors, identifying survey sites and search protocol, managing the financial and fieldwork components and publishing results in a peer-reviewed journal; Houbara Bustard research in Uzbekistan – working with the University of East Anglia and falconers from Emirates Bird Breeding Centre for Conservation to develop a monitoring protocol and train local counterparts to gather baseline data prior to a research investigation into the impact of grazing pressure. Exploratory shorebird surveys in Ukraine for RSPB and Ukrainian Society for the Protection of Birds.
· To December 2009 my responsibilities with BirdLife International were to coordinate the annual update, documentation and evaluation of the IUCN Red List status of the world’s birds involving: monitoring the scientific and ornithological literature to identify articles of relevance to the taxonomy, distribution, ecology, status and conservation of the world’s birds and synthesising this information in species factsheets; developing and promoting threatened bird discussion fora at www.birdlifeforums.org to solicit inputs from a network of species experts and organisations on Red List category changes for reassessments; taking the technical lead in checking that the IUCN Red List criteria are applied correctly and consistently and ensuring threats and actions classification schemes are employed, managing the activities of up to five contract staff and additional volunteers contributing to the data-gathering components of the programme and updating species range maps with GIS. This included a comprehensive update for all birds including co-ordinating review of all threatened species accounts and production of Threatened Birds of the World 2008.
· Provided technical input to the BirdLife Taxonomic Working Group, the IUCN Red List Technical Working Group, BirdLife’s Preventing Extinctions Programme and the Australian Threatened Species Committee representing BirdLife’s interests at international meetings.
· Conducting and initiating research, data-gathering, interpretation and quantitative analyses to help deliver and expand the remit of the Global Species Programme and feed into appropriate reports, peer-reviewed publications, advocacy materials and the BirdLife website. Key analyses that I led on now in preparation for publication were a spatial assessment of forest loss in the Amazon basin and projected rates of decline in forest-dependent birds, and calculating generation lengths for the world’s birds and assessing impacts on their IUCN Red List status.
· I have a detailed understanding of threats to the world’s birds and biodiversity gained through development of case studies on this subject for State of the World’s Birds, as well as regular review of published literature; and of developing recommendations and conservation actions specifically targeting key threats.
· I have led research expeditions to Cambodia (in conjunction with the Wildlife Conservation Society) and Bangladesh, from conception through identifying a suitable location, contacting and securing host country counterparts, fundraising and writing grant proposals, developing a work programme, recruiting and managing local staff, co-ordinating logistics for field teams (up to 10 people), completing fieldwork and reporting to donors.

· Fieldwork experience in the UK and abroad has covered environmental impact assessment,  catching, measuring, ringing and releasing birds under a trainee ringing permit (held for three years), camera trapping mammals, large waterbird surveys, avian playback surveys, point counts, gibbon and Green Peafowl Pavo muticus listening post surveys, compiling butterfly and plant inventories in Ugandan papyrus swamps, contributing to a long-term demographic study of Parkinson’s Petrel in New Zealand and I have gained a sound understanding of ecological survey methods while completing a BSc (Hons) in Ecology (first class) at the University of East Anglia.
