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After receiving my Ph.D. in 1994 from the University of Wyoming, USA, I have spent the last 15 years studying Amur (or Siberian) tigers in the Russian Far east. From 1995 to 1999, I was a field co-coordinator for the Hornocker wildlife Institutes (now directed by the Wildlife Conservation Society) “Siberian Tiger Project” during which I helped capture, radio-collar, and radio-track tigers in the Sikhote-Alin Reserve, Russian Far East. From 1999 to the present I have coordinated a monitoring project for Amur tigers in the Lazovsky State Nature Reserve (LSNR), Russian Far East, were I have used different methods to monitor tigers including snow-tracking, scent-matching dogs, and more recently, camera-traps. In 2005-2006, I conducted a monitoring project of Amur leopards and tigers in Kedrovia Pad Nature Reserve, Russian Far East, where I used scat detection dogs to find leopard and tiger scats for DNA analysis. In 2008, I became ZSl’s Amur tiger and leopard project site manager and continue my work in LSNR.  
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
