The communication of the Black-faced Lion Tamarin (BFLT) Conservation Project aims 

to contribute to the preservation of the species, and in the long term, promote the BFLT 

as a flagship species of the Great Atlantic Forest Reserve* and its tourism potential. In 

this sense, the promotion of results are planned to demonstrate, nationally and 

internationally, the technical activities developed, conservation gains, as well as the 

benefits of the Project to the economy through tourism, valuing the local culture and 

promoting local pride.

To this end, three communication delivery methods were chosen: press, social media 

publications, and the development of specific content for the SPVS website. Approaching 

the national media, the estimated value of R$ 546,612.80 was organically reached through 

media monitoring with 103 publications. This amount takes into account what would be 

paid if the dedicated advertise slots had to be paid for in advertising. Among the main 

communication vehicles that published Project contents are the Rede Globo G1 Portal, 

the Estadão Newspaper, Neo Mondo blog and the Metro Newspaper (Curitiba, Maringá, 

Porto Alegre and Rio de Janeiro).

Thirteen publications generated the view of approximately 34 thousand people on SPVS’ 

Facebook. This content has also been posted on Instagram and Twitter, although KPIs are 

not available yet. The highlight of this period was the promotion of the video recording 

of BFLT in camera traps. Moreover, the Project has a tab with specific contents in the 

SPVS website, making available the main technical and communication contents, 

photographs, as well as the overall project information, objectives and sponsors.
