
 

Vaccination campaigns in Vila Seival. 

We carried out two campaigns of vaccination and neutering of dogs and cats kept in partially 
free life. The actions were supported by Geoffroy's Cat Working Group and the Smal Cats 
Conservation Foundation. In all, we reached 65 vaccinated animals and 12 castrated males along 
Vila Seival and surrounding farms. 

The photos also illustrate the revitalization of the skate track with a theme dedicated to wild 
cats in the Pampa, as well as the information plaque on local species - an extra action to the 
project, but which was directly related. 

The penultimate photo shows the location of Vila Seival (red polygon) in relation to the points 
captured by the GPS collars installed on the wild cats. Each point represents a position and each 
color an individual of jaguarundi (yellow), Geoffroy’s cat (purple) and margay (red or blue). This 
proximity favors the interaction between wild and domestic animals, increasing the risk of 
disease transmission.
